With the help of these vocabulary lists, one may read
without interruption.

LEARNING GRAMMAR WITH THE STORY

Throughout the story, | have employed a method of coloring
which is intended to help one naturally learn and understand
grammatical cases while reading. Words and endings are
specifically colored so readers can immediately see and
distinguish which case is being used without having to check
this information separately. This method effectively familiarizes
the learner with the correct grammatical case endings by
highlighting them in context. | have marked not only the case
endings, but also the prepositions or words that go with the
certain case. This aids the learner in memorizing which
prepositions govern which cases.

The following color coding is used in this book.
Black — (Nominative case)
Red - (Genetive case)
Blue — (Dative case)
Green — (Accusative case)
Purple - (Instrumental case)

Orange — (Prepositional case)

Grammar examples:

The sentence «Mama n nana xoTAT noéxartb B UKONe Ha mOpe,
a A xouy k 6abywke» uses different colors to illustrate which
cases have been used here.



«B uone» - the word «July» - «<mronb» is used in Prepositional
case because it talks about location. That is why the ending of
the word is changed and the new ending is colored with
orange. Preposition «B» is also colored to tell the reader that
the Prepositional case was formed due to its presence.

The sentence «MHe Hpasutca npupoaa» uses blue color for
the word «mHe» which is the personal pronoun used in Dative
case as well as the verb «HpaBuTtca» that shows that this verb
governs the Dative case.
