LEARNING GRAMMAR WITH THE STORY

Throughout the story, | have employed a method of coloring which is intended to help one
naturally learn and understand grammatical cases while reading. Words and endings are
specifically colored so readers can immediately see and distinguish which case is being used
without having to check this information separately. This method effectively familiarizes the
learner with the correct grammatical case endings by highlighting them in context. | have



marked not only the case endings, but also the prepositions that go with the case. This aids the
learner in memorizing which prepositions govern which cases.
